WHY A FOUNDA TION?

Why did our club create a
foundation?  Because we believed that it
would facilitate our ability to receive
financial aid for our projects.  Many grants
and corporate contributions, according to
their rules and policies, can be made only
to a charitable organization.  Some require
proof of charitable status in the form of a
"determination letter" from the Internal
Revenue Service, which assures the donors
that their donation will be deductible as a
charitable contribution.

Although the Pilot Club is a
nonprofit group under Section 501 (c) of
the Internal Revenue Code, it is not a
charitable organization.  We are a civic
service club, fitting the definition of a
nonprofit 501 (c) (4) organization.  To be
eligible to receive funds as a charitable
organization, the group must meet the
definition of a nonprofit under Sec. 501 (c)
(3).  A technicality, but an important one!

In 1991, former Pilot Ruth
Mitchell set in motion the creation of a 501
(c) 3 entity, The Pilot Club of Tallahassee
Foundation, Inc.  We incorporated under
the rules of the State of Florida, with all
required provisions to meet the criteria of
the Internal Revenue Service, and we
applied for the determination letter, which
we received after five years of operating
under their criteria.  We can now provide
assurance for all those who contribute to
our Foundation that it qualifies as a

charitable organization.
We use our foundation for

projects such as the Alzheimer Seminar,
for which we receive funds from
exhibitors and for continuing education
credits.  These funds are deposited into
our foundation, the expenses of the
seminar are paid, and any net proceeds are
donated by the foundation to the
Alzheimer Resource Center for Respite
Care.

Because other clubs have
encountered the same concerns from
potential contributors that we did, Pilot
International announced this year at
International Convention in Reno a
method by which clubs, for a nominal fee
of $50.00 for paperwork, can receive
"pass through" grants that the donor gives
to our Pilot International Foundation to
pass through to the club for the project
for which the donor intends it. But we did
not wait for assistance from Pilot
International. We have had a solution to
the problem for twelve years.  The
Tallahassee club has always had strong,
creative leadership and has always been
proactive.

RECIPE CORNER

Hot & Spicy Cabbage

1 cabbage
1 onion or 1 bunch scalli ons
1 bell pepper
4 - 5 hot green peppers
1/4 cup of vegetable oil
2 tablespoons of sugar
3 - 4 slices of bacon (fried)

Shred cabbage, slice onions and/or
scallions, chop bell pepper, and hot green
peppers. Heat oil. Put cabbage in hot oil ,
add onion/scallion, and peppers. Season
and stir. Sprinkle about 2 tablespoons of
sugar and keep stirring until heated
through. Take off heat. Sprinkle with
bacon bits. Serves 6 - 8.

Sweet & Sour Chicken

1 8 oz. Bottle Russian Salad dressing
1 envelope dry onion soup mix 
1 10 oz. Jar apricot preserves
14 - 16 chicken pieces

Combine dressing, dry onion soup mix
and preserves. Pour over chicken parts
which have been placed skin side up in a
large shallow baking dish. Bake at 350
degrees for 1 hour 10 minutes, basting
occasionally with pan drippings. Serve hot
with plain or yellow rice and the sweet
and sour sauce.

Easy Apple Crumb Crunch Cake

1 18 ½ ounce box white cake mix
1 stick butter/margarine
1 cup chopped pecans
2 21 ounce cans apple pie fill ing (season
with cinnamon to taste)

Melt butter or margarine and mix with  dry
cake mix. Add chopped pecans and mix
until crumbly. Spread apple pie filling in
bottom of a 9x13x2 baking dish. Add
crumble cake mixture over top. Bake in a
350 degree oven, 30 -35 minutes until
brown. Serve with whipped topping or
ice-cream.

Note: For variations to the cake recipe,
you may use blackberry, blueberry,
cherry, or peach fruit pie filling. Season
the desired fruit with the appropriate
spice.

Party Vegetable Salad

1 basket cherry tomatoes
1 bunch broccoli
1 bunch cauliflower
1 bottle Italian dressing (fat free may be
used)

Rinse and drain vegetables. Cover with
dressing. Cover and refrigerate overnight.
*Optional: Can add corkscrew pasta if
desired.
