HELEN DEANS

In February we will be presenting our
20" annual Alzheimer Seminar in
partnership with the Alzheimer
Resource Center of Tallahassee, Inc.
(ARC). For many years Pilot Helen
Deans led this project. Helen also
served on the Board of Directors of
the ARC from 1993 to 1998, and
afterward served on their advisory
board until her passing in 2000.
Since we have many newer
members who did not have the
privilege of knowing Helen, the
following autobiography she wrote in
1998 for our Deck Chatter is
reprinted

to introduce you
to this special and very unique
former Pilot.

“l was born 86 years ago in a
small town in Wisconsin where my
father was the minister at the
Congregational Church. [I've been
back two times and have seen the
church and the house | was born in.
| had one brother who along with my
parents are all deceased. My
parents came from Scotland in 1906

and it was

the greatest gift they could ever have
given me.

| grew up in Wisconsin,
Nebraska, Florida, Georgia and
North Carolina, where | finished high
school. | graduated from Queens
Chicara, a Presbyterian College in
Charlotte, North Carolina, and
received my masters from UNC in
Chapel Hill. I've done work at
Columbia University in NY and FSU
and have the degree “ABD”—all but
dissertation.

| taught school for 44 years,
during which time | taught junior high
students in Mecklenburg County, NC
where | taught Bill Frank Graham

! for three
years; High Point; Lab School
Woman’s College, NC; and two and
. years teaching education and
psychology at Guilford College, a
Friends or Quaker College in
Greensboro, NC. | came to FSU in
1948 so | could teach both junior
high students and university classes.
| retired in 1977 when all the
students and | were ready for me to
say farewell.

Before and since my
retirement, I have traveled
extensively. | along with others from
Tallahassee, toured the U.S. by bus
from Chicago going and returning by
different routes. With my friends, we
drove to Boston and Hyannis;
through Arkansas; the U.S.
southeastern states and more. My
cousin and | went to Cuba while
Baptista was still in control. Later, |
traveled to Mexico, Northwest U.S.,
Canadian east coast, Alaska,
Europe, U.K. (3 times), Nova Scotia
(2 times), Scandinavian countries
and Zimbabwe, Africa

Between tours, | have co-
authored two  Florida  studies
textbooks that were state adopted for
six and seven years respectively.

I moved to Westminster
Oaks in August of last year #$$%"
Since then | have tried to mold the
assisted living (AL) residents into a
community and help others needing
assistance in Haiti through the bottle
project

residents in the Residents’ Council
and have had important committee
meetings purporting to resolve some
of our food problems

reported twice to the residents and
the Council. Next week, | speak to a
class of 70 nurses-to-be at FSU on
the subject of aging, which should be
fun.

| joined Pilot in 1977 and
have held many offices including
president two times. Since 1985,
I've been chairman or co-chairman of
the Alzheimer projects. This
included the Alzheimer seminar and
our respite project administered by
Elder Care Services. Over the

years, we have provided over
$28,000 for emergency care of
Alzheimer patients or their
caregivers.”

Helen was a member of the
First Presbyterian Church where she
sang in the choir, and she was an
early member of the St. Andrew
Society.

She also shared many
wonderful stories of events in her life
with her Pilot friends, such as the
excitement of receiving the
“missionary barrel” when she was a
child in Nebraska and the dangers of
daily life in Zimbabwe. This is my
favorite: Helen always believed the
reason she got the job teaching
junior high in Mecklenburg County
(despite the fact that she was not
much older than the students) was
because in addition to her teaching
credentials she could play the piano,
and they needed someone to play for
chapel. She was given the job on
the condition that she was not to
wear her favorite bright red nail
polish. When she attended a
reunion at the school many years
later and Billy Graham was
interviewed by CNN, there was
Helen standing right beside him,



wearing her kilt and flashing her
bright red nails.

as we share
a meal with them, handing out
more helmets to children,
performing a puppet show at
KidsFest, and finally providing
caregivers with some peace of
mind when we launch Project
Lifesaver. - . - / Many of you
will also be attending several
important meetings such as
Regional Training in Milton,
Florida and District Convention in
Panama City, Florida.

As you can see, the list of things
to accomplish is quite long and
we need everyone’s help to
accomplish it all. Therefore, | ask
that you all make a “New Year’s
Resolution.” | encourage each
and every one of you to make the
ultimate sacrifice for your club
and serve in some manner as a
club  officer or committee
member.

Why did our club create a
foundation? Because we
believed that it would facilitate
our ability to receive financial
aid for our projects. Many
grants and corporate
contributions, according to
their rules and policies, can be
made only to a charitable
organization.  Some require
proof of charitable status in the
form of a "determination letter"
from the Internal Revenue
Service, which assures the
donors that their donation will
be deductible as a charitable
contribution.

Although the Pilot Club
is a nonprofit group under
Section 501 (c) of the Internal
Revenue Code, it is not a
charitable organization. We
are a civic service club, fitting
the definition of a nonprofit 501
(c) (4) organization. To be
eligible to receive funds as a
charitable organization, the
group must meet the definition
of a nonprofit under Sec. 501
(c) (3). A technicality, but an
important one!

In 1991, former Pilot
Ruth Mitchell set in motion the
creation of a 501 (c) 3 entity,
The Pilot Club of Tallahassee
Foundation, Inc.

We incorporated under the
rules of the State of Florida,
with all required provisions to
meet the criteria of the Internal
Revenue Service, and we
applied for the determination
letter, which we received after
five years of operating under
their criteria. We can now
provide assurance for all those
who contribute to our
Foundation that it qualifies as
a charitable organization.

We use our foundation
for projects such as the
Alzheimer Seminar, for which
we receive funds from
exhibitors and for continuing
education credits. These
funds are deposited into our
foundation, the expenses of
the seminar are paid, and any
net proceeds are donated by
the foundation to the
Alzheimer Resource Center for
Respite Care.

Because other clubs
have encountered the same
concerns from potential
contributors that we did, Pilot
International announced this
year at International
Convention in Reno a method
by which clubs, for a nominal
fee of $50.00 for paperwork,
can receive "pass through"
grants that the donor gives to
our Pilot International
Foundation to pass through to
the club for the project for
which the donor intends it. But



we did not wait for assistance
from Pilot International. We
have had a solution to the
problem for twelve years. The
Tallahassee club has always
had strong, creative leadership
and has  always been
proactive. m
