Business Meeting
Minutes
June 7, 2004

The business meeting of the Pilot
Club of Tallahassee was called to
order at 11:55a.m. on Monday, June
7, 2004 by president Jane Furlong.

Apple trees and pastureland fill the
fields and hillsides around the town.
In the 17" century it became well
known thanks to the reputation of
Vimoutiers cloth (toile cretonne—
invented in 1640 by a native, Paul
Creton), and it had a large textile

disabled by its crew and abandoned
in August, 1944 during the German
retreat.

Unfortunately, following the
invasion of Normandy that began on
June 6, 1944, misdirected U.S. B-
26’s dropped 29 tons of bombs on
Vimoutiers on June 14th, destroying

90% of the town and killing over 200
of its 2,000 people.

In June 1949 the 28" annual
Pilot International Convention was
held in Chicago. (During the
war years 1942-1945 no
conventions were held.)
Earlier that year Antoinette
Boris, a member of the New
York club, established the
Pilot Club of Paris (France),
and Pl President Josie
Roberts of Houston delivered
the charter on April 1, 1949.
Voluntary contributions from
members and clubs made it
possible for Mademoiselle
Marie Louise Bercher,
President of the Paris club, to
attend the convention.

The convention body
adopted a five year
International  Project, the
restoration of the village of
Vimoutiers. It was stipulated
that Pilot aid would end if a
Communist held any local office in
the village. Mademoiselle Bercher

presented to Pl, on behalf of the

The Vimoutiers Tiger

Vimonasteriens, a handmade linen
embroidered sheet.

May Pynchon (a former
Florida District Governor and PI

President) spearheaded the
restoration. In 1950 as Chairman of
the International Relations

Committee, she arranged for Nichole
Boulliard of Vimoutiers to visit many
clubs and to attend PI Convention as
a guest of honor.

As a part of our aid to
Vimoutiers, notepaper with a pen
sketch of the church Notre Dame du
Vimoutiers was prepared through
Headquarters and sold by the clubs.
Net proceeds totaled over $2,300
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After the bombing

(adjusted by the Consumer Price
sindex, about $16,800 in current
dollars), which was used to restore
some of the stained glass windows in
the cathedral. Gabriel Loire, the
contemporary master stained
glassmaker of Chartres, was
commissioned create these and
others paid for by the Pilot Club of
Chicago honoring May Pynchon and
the Philadelphia Pilot Club honoring
Helen Duncan. Charm magazine
(similar to Mademoiselle) published a
Christmas story. “O Little Town,” by
Karon Kehol relating the story of
Pilots’ contributions. Pl President
Jean Conacher (1956-57) attended
the dedication of the first windows
honoring May and Helen and
provided members with a first hand
account of the appreciation of
Vimoutiers residents.

In addition to the church
windows, Pilots provided an organ
and seats for the recreation hall,
clothing for orphans, and hospital
equipment.

Pilots also provided
Friendship Trees for Vimoutiers.
(The Pilot Club of Tallahassee
received a Friendship Tree
Certificate for its tree.) At the 1957
convention, M. de la Grandville,
representing the French
Ambassador, presented a Certificate
of Appreciation to Pilot International
at the request of the villagers. He
also expressed appreciation to
Honorary Pilot Margaret Mitchell,
author of Gone With the Wind, for
suggesting the Vimoutiers project to
Pilot. (The source of this information
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is unclear whether she suggested
the entire project or just the planting
of the trees.)

In 1958, the square in
Vimoutiers was redesigned and
renamed “Square du Pilot Club
International” in honor of Pilot
contributions. It was not until 1959
that the stained glass windows to
complete the Joan of Arc series
created by M. Loire were finished
and installed. These windows were
the culmination of Pilot's long
affiliation with Vimoutiers.



Recipe of the Month
Apple Cake
Submitted by Pam Manley
Filling:

2 med  apples peeled, diced

Va cup sugar

2 t ground cinnamon
Cake:

3 cups  all-purpose flour

1 t salt

1 T baking powder

2 cups  sugar

1 cup canola oll
4 each eggs

1/3 cup apple juice
Glaze:

Ya cup butter, softened

4 oz cream cheese

2 cups powdered sugar
Ve cup apple juice

1 T cinnamon

Combine first set of ingredients
(apples, cinnamon, sugar). This is
the filling.

In a mixing bowl, combine eggs and
sugar.

Add oil. Combine well.

Sift the dry ingredients (including the
sugar) and add to wet. Combine well
but do not overbeat.

Add the juice just until incorporated.
Pour half of batter into a bundt pan
that has been coated in pan spray

and sprinkled with sugar.

Distribute a layer of the apples on
top of the batter.

Pour the remainder of the batter on
top of the apple filling.

Bake at 300 for approximately 1 to 1

Y2 hours or until a toothpick inserted
comes out clean.
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Cream butter and cream cheese
together in the bowl of an electric
mixer fitted with a paddle.

Add powdered sugar on a low speed
until well combined.

Slowly beat in apple juice and
cinnamon.

Drizzle over cake.
