This “gift membership” is proposed for Associate
Members and was developed to give clubs the
opportunity to share the Pilot experience with friends,
relatives, co-workers and community leaders. It is an
ideal way to introduce someone to Pilot as the
Associate Member will receive a subscription to The
Pilot Log and, if a club is in their area, they may
attend meetings and participate in club projects.
Clubs will be natified, along with contact information,
when an Associate Member joins in their area. The
club is encouraged to contact the member and invite
them to the club meeting and/or to participate in a
club project. Hopefully after their association with
Pilot the Associate Member will want to join a Pilot
club, or if there is not a club in their area, they will
want to organize a club.

Associate Members are not carried on the club’s
membership roster and do not pay club or district
dues. The annual dues payment of $50 should be
paid for each Associate Member, and these dues are
not prorated regardless of which month the gift
membership is extended. Remember, the initiation
fee has been waived for this gift membership to
Associate Members.

An Associate Member has all the privileges of
membership except they cannot hold appointed or
elective office, and cannot vote. They may attend
District or International Conventions.

Once the Gift Membership Form is received in
headquarters with the dues payment, the Associate
Member will receive a New Member Packet with a
letter of Welcome from the International President.

If your club is already paying club, district and PI
dues for a member of your club, you may continue to
do so. These members will be counted as Active
members on your club roster and will retain full
membership privileges. The club may also continue
to pay any dues for members-at-large if you are
doing so at this time.

Scholarship Timeline

March 1 — Evaluation of complete application
packets begins. We do not have an application
deadline as applications are accepted year round.
However, incomplete applications will not be
reviewed.

May — Notification of acceptance

Late June — Accepted students will receive their
house assignment packet

Late August — Accepted students move into their
new homes depending on start of classes
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Eligibility

Financial Need — All applicants must demonstrate
financial need by submitting the Free Application
for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) to a processing
agency. After processing, you must send a copy of
the Student Aid Report (SAR), Part 1, pages 1-7, to
the Southern Scholarship Foundation office. If
printing from the web, send us the "Print Summary"
and "SAR Transactions" sections. SSF uses the
Student Aid Report (SAR) in determining financial
need. An Estimated Family Contribution (EFC) of
07500 ($7500) is a guide to an applicant's financial
need.

High GPA — Applicants must have at least a 3.00
GPA (unweighted). A majority of our current
residents are Bright Future's recipients and enter
with a GPA well over the minimum required.
Outstanding Character — Applicants must
demonstrate high character by submitting an essay
and providing character references. Applicants
must send three letters of recommendation

Scholarship Foundation). Letters should include
information regarding the academic ability,
character, family background, and financial status
of the applicant. Employers, ministers, principals,
teachers, counselors, and civic leaders are possible
references. We look for young adults who are
involved in the community, have worked, and still
maintain a high GPA.

Motivation — With the community based
scholarship program we facilitate, the most
successful residents are highly motivated to
contribute to the cooperative-living atmosphere of
the Southern Scholarship Foundation. This is
demonstrated through the awards and activities list
submitted by all applicants.

Acceptance to University — We must have a
copy of the official acceptance letter from FSU, UF,
FAMU, or FGCU.

BRINGING “Wii WIN” TO YOUR COMMUNITY

¢ Contact a local nursing/senior facility to determine their interest in participating in the Wii™ Win Program. If
they are interested, ask for the contact name of their management company and send their information to
Foundation Services Director Jennifer Overbay (jennifer@pilothg.org).

° Apply for a $500 grant from PIF. Jennifer Overbay will contact the facility to see if they are willing to match
the PIF grant. Facilities managed by partnering agencies are automatically qualified for the matching funds.

° Check out discount stores such as Sam’s or Costco, or auction sites like eBay and Amazon.com for the best
prices on consoles, controllers, games and accessories.

° Purchase at least three controllers. You will need two for some of the games and the third one may serve as
a teaching tool while the others are being used. (The games and equipment will belong to the facility, not the
Pilot Club.)

° The Wii™ console comes with golf, bowling, boxing, tennis, baseball, and practice games—a good start. Be
sure Pilots are familiar with how the games work before arriving at the facility. If your club has an Anchor Club,
involve them in this project.

° Plan a party with the residents to present and introduce the equipment. Be sure to contact your local media to
cover the event.
