At Fall Council, Winnie Brewer, 2" Vice President Pilot International and member of the Pilot Club of
Titusville, presented the Task Force update on the restructure of the Florida District. Through charts
and a PowerPoint presentation, it was pointed out that our Pilot district membership has shrunk from
2,279 members in 1988 to 865 members in 2009 and from 72 clubs to 36 clubs. Dire facts to face.
Our District is currently made up of six regions (Northwest, Northeast, West Central, East Central,
Southwest and Southeast) and has six Lt. Governors, one representing each region. With numbers
decreasing and District leadership remaining the same, along with expenses staying the same or
increasing, it became obvious that something would have to change i less leadership or a raise in
District dues.

Al t hough there isnét a policy within PI about
recommendations for Lt. Governors based on the amount of clubs in a District:

21-36 Clubs i one Lt. Governor

37-48 Clubs i two Lt. Governors

49-60 Clubs i three Lt. Governors

The Task Force, after reviewing membership trends, how District leadership correlates to the
membership trends, financial aspects relating to membership trends, shows the District is facing
challenges. Therefore, the Task Force made the following recommendation, to be voted on at the
2010 District Convention:

Effective July 1, 2010, the Florida District will transition into a non-Region District, comprising of the
Governor, Governor Elect, Secretary, Treasurer and three at large Lt. Governors.

The Task Force will provide more information over the next few months so that members will have a
clearer picture of what to expect if the change to three at large Lt. Governors is made.

PILOT SCHOLARSHIP HOUSE
FOUNDATION

Florida District Fall Council is the primary fundraiser for the Pilot Scholarship House Foundation.
Since 1962, the Pilot Scholarship House Foundation of the Florida District of Pilot International
(PSHF) has made it possible for hundreds of female students to attend Florida State University in
Tallahassee, the University of Florida in Gainesville and Florida Gulf Coast University in Ft. Myers

Room and board represents approximately 50% of the total expense of attending college. Through the housing
scholarship program, students live rent-free in a house sponsored by the PSHF.

Residents share the expense of food and household items- a significant reduction in the overall cost of room and board.
The PSHF is able to make a difference thanks to a unique partnership with the Southern Scholarship Foundation, the
organization responsible for the processing of scholarship applications and maintaining the PSHF houses and other
scholarship houses located on selected Florida college campuses.

This past weekend at Fall Council in Ocala, the Scholarship House Foundation raised $3,294.54 from the bakeshop sales

($115), bookmarks ($22.75), Silent Auction ($1,173), White Elephant Auction ($918), 50/50 ($320), Pilot member
donations ($320), and Regional donations ($425.79).
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
